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regression for the district." Dr. Gray's last day of employment is yet to be 
determined; details of his early departure have not been finalized. The 
board and the superintendent will mutually agree on terms and the next steps 
will be for the board to look toward hiring an interim superintendent; as it 
searches for a new superintendent for the Jackson Public School District.
